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Here are templates for a set of records requests that will generate valuable
information with the Diebold system.

Let me know if you have any questions. I'll be happy to contribute assistance if
you obtain these logs and need help interpreting them.

Note that there will be some variations if the jurisdiction is entirely optical scan —
in that case, replace any items specific to touch-screens with those that match
optical scans.

Note that there is some variation in the state authority for elections. In Request
#2, for problem reports, it has an item pertaining to the secretary of state. In
some states this will be a board of elections or, in Utah, the Lt. Governor.
Georgia also has a state-level entity, the Kennesaw Election Center, as well as
the Sec. State's office.

Note also that these requests do not include copies of the signed poll tapes.
These are indeed very important, but extremely expensive (thousands of dollars
for large jurisdictions for copying) and therefore are more appropriately
addressed by going in for a physical inspection, to compare them to the
"Statement of Votes Cast" (the precinct-by-precinct results report).

To use these records requests, put your candidate's or group's name on each (or
put your own name on it as an individual). Also, note that Arizona has a specific
form that records requests have to go on.

Of all of these requests, | think you will be most amazed at what you get on
Request #2 — very strongly recommended. And Request #1 can provide nitty-
gritty evidence that can be of critical importance.

Choose "Send to disk" to create the
reports in electronic form. We are requesting the following for the Nov. 7, 2006 election:

Item 1a: GEMS "Audit Log" -- This report prints all actions that were performed on the
system by date and time. Request the entire log or, at a minimum, August 2006 up
to the time you run the report. This report can be found in the GEMS menu item
along the top bar of the GEMS program, and the "Audit Log" is down towards the
bottom of the list of reports. Print it to disk — in other words, provide it in
electronic form. To do this, select "print" and choose the printer in the drop down
menu as the "Microsoft office document image writer"

Item 1b: AccuVote TS floppy status report — This report shows each data upload from
each of the precincts, by machine ID, with a date and time stamp. It also shows
the memory card download copy used and the card count. This report can be
found in the GEMS menu item under "Administrative Reports." Highlight this
report and choose "print" and in the drop-down menu, choose "Microsoft office
document image writer" to print the report to an electronic file.

Item 1c: AccuVote TS Write-in report — This report shows every write-in vote, with the
name of who was voted for, listed by vote center. This report can be found in the
GEMS menu item under "Administrative Reports." Highlight this report and
choose "print" and in the drop-down menu, choose "Microsoft office document
image writer" to print the report to an electronic file.

Item 1d: Log for any memory cards not read yet.

Item 1e: Central Count Status Report by Deck — This report shows the absentee votes
counted with time stamps for each batch uploaded. This report can be found in
the GEMS menu item under "Administrative Reports." Highlight this report and
choose "print" and in the drop-down menu, choose "Microsoft office document
image writer" to print the report to an electronic file.

Item 1f: Reporting Precinct Status Report — This report shows each precinct, including
the Early Voting precincts, and tells you how many memory cards each has. This
report can be found in the GEMS menu item under "Administrative Reports."
Highlight this report and choose "print" and in the drop-down menu, choose
"Microsoft office document image writer" to print the report to an electronic file.

Item 1g: Cards Cast Report — Make sure to check report options to include blank votes,
undervotes and overvotes. This report can be found in the GEMS menu item
towards the top of the list of reports. Select the check-boxes for all precincts and
include blank, under and overvote report, and then choose "print" selections
"Microsoft office document image writer" to print the report to an electronic file.



Item 1h: Microsoft Windows System Event Log for each terminal or server that the
GEMS program is used on. You can get this report by accessing your control
panel while in Windows. Choose "Administrative Tools" and go to "Event
Viewer." Choose "System" — then choose "Action" and "save log file as" -- then
just give the file a name and provide it.

Item 1i: Microsoft Windows System Application Log for each terminal or server that the
GEMS program is used on. You can get this report by accessing your control
panel while in Windows. Choose "Administrative Tools" and go to "Event
Viewer." Choose "Application" — then choose "Action" and "save log file as".

General instructions: Whenever given an option to do so, print logs for error messages
of all types. Always choose "print to disk."
